AILA 2008 – Selected Programme Highlights

· A special thread of symposia on Europe specific topics to be held at AILA 2008

The potential of linguistic diversity in Europe will be our collective heading for symposia on specific European topics to be presented at AILA 2008 World Congress of Applied Linguistics in Essen, Germany. 

The representatives of European AILA affiliates decided to promote this thread as an opportunity to profile European Applied Linguistics. The thread of symposia is open to inclusion of topics such as:

· Language Exposures to Immigrants

· Media communication

· Emotional Settings

· Learning within and outside the education environment

· Testing of Language Competence of Immigrants
